Transfer to the Conventillo de 
Lujo to settle into the apartments. Enjoy a walk around the neighbourhood and a welcome meal with wine 
before catching up on some much needed sleep!

Thursday, Nov. 16 • This morning we will shop for tango shoes and other trinkets you might find irresistible!  
Transfer to the Microcenter for lunch at the famous Tortonis restaurant. Time to stroll the walking streets of 
this cosmopolitan city before returning to the Conventillo for an evening GROUP LESSON. Time to meet the 
tango artists!

Shop for that little treasure 
from Argentina.  Afternoon free. Early evening GROUP LESSON before walking to the nearby MILONGA to 
dance this evening.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                          
Monday, Nov. 20•    Free Day for excursions around Buenos Aires. Option to take the local train to Tigre to 
visit the Delta or to book some private lessons in the Conventillos.  Enjoy an evening Dinner/Tango Show at 
Café de los Angelitos.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                
Tuesday, Nov. 21• Morning free in the Microcentre.  Afternoon MILONGA at La Ideal one of the oldest tango 
halls in Buenos Aires.  Evening free to dine in Palermo or relax in your apartments.                                                                                 
Wednesday, Nov. 22• GROUP LESSON in the morning. Afternoon free for excursions or private lessons.

Thursday, Nov. 23• Morning free for excursions: Evita`s museum and Botanical Gardens in Palermo or 
Shopping in Palermo Soho or private tango lesson.  Afternoon GROUP LESSON at the Conventillo de Lujo.

Sunday, Nov. 26• All day visit to Iguazu Falls. Entrance to park, English guided visit to the Argentine Falls 
including the Devil`s Throat. Grand Adventure Tour – ride through the jungle and a boat ride under the falls – 
be prepared to get wet!  Evening meal included. Enjoy the pool!                                                                                          
Monday, Nov. 27 – Take a return flight to BsAs in the early afternoon to prepare for your flight back to Canada 
OR  fly to Salta for the start of the wine tour.  Check into the Posada Don Numas hotel in San Lorenzo and take 
a walking tour of Salta.              
Tuesday, Nov. 28 – Morning departure in van to cross the high altitude pass to Cachi and down route 40 to 
the Bodega Colomé the highest vineyard in the world!  Enjoy a welcome wine around the beautiful swimming 
pool in the middle of the vineyards with the Andes as the backdrop. Enjoy this luxury accommodation and a 
visit to the James Tyrell Art Museum – be prepared for a pleasant surprise!  Dine in the bodega.        
Wednesday, Nov. 29- Enjoy a gourmet breakfast on the deck. Optional morning horseback ride through the 
colorado river bed before the tour of the winery and a tasting. Relax around the pool in the afternoon.            
Thursday, Nov. 30 – Morning departure for Cafayate, 2 hour drive away. Poke around this little town before 
catching some lunch in one of the corner restaurants.  Afternoon wine taste and tour at El Estaco. Option to 
golf. Evening free in this cute village.              
Friday, Dec. 1 – Morning departure to Salta (3 hours) to enjoy this city once again. Enjoy the town square or 
take the gondola to the top of the cerro for a magnificent view. Overnight in the Posada.     
Saturday, Dec. 2– Return flight to Buenos Aires to prepare for your return flight to Canada in the evening.
